Professional Learning

Our staff is committed to delivering quality teaching and learning programs. We have been very
fortunate to have Dr Lorraine Hammond from Edith Cowan University to provide staff with
Professional Learning on Explicit Instruction and Daily Reviews The school has developed a close
partnership with the West Coast Language Development Centre and has been working very
closely with teachers providing professional learning and support in particular in the Early Years
with Oral Language, Phonological Awareness and Synthetic Phonics.

Staff have also had significant professional learning to increase awareness of mental health and
well-being to build on supporting students in schools. The school is working on implementing an
evidence based whole school mental health framework. The staff has been introduced to the @e
Youobnational framework which provides a framework to target and promote positive mental health
and provides ongoing professional learning and resources for teachers. An action team has been
formed which consists of school staff and parents.
